Care and Summer Preschool are in full swing at St. John’s this summer. There has been lots of time spent out-
side on the playground, running through the sprinklers and even a couple field trips for our J-Care attendees. It
is fun to see the students having fun just being together!

The staff are also moving into summer mode here at St. John’s and are planning for next year. We are looking
forward to a more “normal” school year and this is what you can look forward to in the fall unless something
drastically changes:

e  We will be opening our class sizes back up to 25 students per homeroom / 50 students per grade.

e  All specialists will have their classes in their normal spaces/rooms.

e Lunch will be eaten in the lunchroom.

e We plan for masks to be optional for students, staff, and visitors in the school. We will wait to hear from the
bus company regarding their requirements.

e We are planning to resume school events, field trips, activities, and family events.

e In-person instruction is our main goal at St. John’s, so distance learning will only be used when pre-planned
or determined by the school. More information will be coming out about our distance learning policy and
what it will look like next school year later this summer.
