Thanks to your advocacy and outreach, Governor Walz and legislative leaders reportedly reached a budget 

agreement that does not include any cuts to nonpublic pupil aid. This is a significant win and a recognition of 

the vital role Catholic and other nonpublic schools play in serving Minnesota’s students and families.
